USFS has
granted a verbal sanction for the show; a formal sanction is pending.

Third, Club President Diana Davis asked attending members to approve sending
something to Club Vice President Chris Gallo, who is recuperating from surgery to
correct an injury suffered at the Dr. Porter synchro competition in Michigan. Club
members approved sending a “cookie bouquet” or similar item to Chris.

The fourth item discussed was the club’s policy regarding recorded music for club shows
and competitions. Elizabeth Bainger has drafted an official club policy stating
requirements for recorded music (i.e. no cassette tapes or CD-RW discs as the equipment
at the rink cannot accommodate these recordings). This policy will be posted on the
club’s website and will appear in the Harvest Invitational application information in the
future.

The final item discussed at this meeting was the club’s Entertainment Coupon Book
fundraiser. Diana will close the fundraiser on December 17" and has sent reminders to
club members who have still not turned in their monies collected from book sales. Books
will also be available at the club’s Holiday Show this weekend.

The meeting adjourned at 7:20pm. The next meeting is scheduled for January 22, 2008.

The club’s December Holiday Program was discussed next. Deadline for applications for
solo/group/synchro numbers is 12/9/07. Sanctions Chair will send for a sanction for this
show ASAP. Date for next year’s holiday show is December 14™, 2008.

The December 2™ test session was discussed. This will be a rather large session startin
at 9am and lasting until approximately 1:30pm. Upcoming test dates are: February 17°,
2008; May 18, 2008; August 24™, 2008; and December 7™, 2008. (Also the date for the
club’s spring show is set as Friday, May 2™ from 6:30 to 8:30pm.)

The club’s website was discussed next. The bill for the website needs to be paid within
90 days. Interest in obtaining a club credit card for such transactions was expressed. The
money due for the webpage is $9.95 for one year; $19.50 for two years. Diana Davis
offered to handle this online this year and be reimbursed by the club.

The last item discussed at this meeting was the logo for the club’s website. Attending
members looked at several options presented by Elizabeth Bainger and decided on one
for the club’s webpage.

In attendance on August 28" were: Club President Diana Davis, Vice President Chris
Gallo, Treasurer Sydney Pace, Secretary Barbara Shaffner, Harvest Chair Joyce Glorioso,
and member parents Elizabeth Bainger, Suzie Fitzgerald, Missy Seagraves, and Helen
Judd.

The first item this evening was the USFS test patches. Patches were given out to all
skaters passing their Moves in the Field, and Freestyle tests at the session held Sunday,
August 26™. It was again mentioned that people interested in ordering patches for tests
passed previous to this last test session may do so through the club at a cost of $2.50 per
patch.

The next item discussed was the need for a new publicity/webpage chairperson on the
club board of directors. Elizabeth Bainger volunteered to take this position.

The third item discussed was the greatly successful lock-in event in early August. There
were 21 skaters in attendance, and the club received $515 in fees from participating
skaters, which covered the cost of the ice. The club’s cost in addition to the $500 ice
rental was $251.84, which included 10 pizzas, 12 gallons of ice cream, toppings, drinks,
plates, bowls and door prizes.

Next Diana Davis mentioned a possible fundraiser for the club. She was contacted by
email by a representative for an entertainment coupon book fundraising company. Sales
of from 1 to 99 books at a cost of $25 each would result in a $5 profit per book for the
club; sale of 100 + books would give the club a profit of $12.50 per book. The coupons
are good from October through October 2008.

Regarding the upcoming Harvest Competition, Joyce Glorioso reports that the club has
received its USFS sanction for Harvest and will be mailing out applications as soon as
possible. Chief referee for Harvest this year is [lana Prusock, and we have 10 judges so
far. Also the Saturday afternoon synchronized skating critique event has been
sanctioned and there are currently 7 teams who have agreed to come.

The club meeting adjourned at 7:10pm.
